PSHE: Water Safety 











Encourage reading and ask your children questions about the books. Have conversations which enable the children to express their ideas fully.


Times tables. Encourage your child to say them in full eg. 1 3 is 3, 2 3s are 6, 3 3s are 9 etc. This is really useful aid instant recall of facts.


Children need to make sure their P.E. kits are in school on Thursdays for P.E. lessons and swimming kits are in school alternate Wednesdays and Thursdays





The children will be sent a homework grid from which they can choose an activity per week. Homework is collected in on a Wednesday.


Spelling: The children should be using their spelling mats to practice the terms particular set. Encourage them to practice them at least three times a week using skills they have used at school. 


Reading: To be practiced daily and recorded in their diary. Diaries need to be in school every day so we can give out Dojo points.
